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A Note from the Clinic

October is upon us and with it the start of flu season. To help protect the Old
Town Elementary community PTA is hosting a flu vaccine clinic. The vaccine
clinic is open to the community so share this information with your neighbors.
Adults and children age 4 and older will be able to obtain a flu vaccine, shot
or mist, on Friday, Oct 2 from 9:00am to 9:00pm. The cost is $25 for the shot
and $30 for the mist and a portion of the fee is donated back to the Old Town
Elementary PTA. There is a link on the Old Town Elementary Home Page to
schedule your vaccine.

Tips to help determine if you have the flu or a cold:

1. Fever drare with a cold, often accompanies the flu (usually higher than 100 degrees for 3 -4 days)
2. Achesdtypically slight body aches with a cold, severe with the flu

3. Chills duncommon with a cold, very common with the flu, 60% of flu cases include chills as a
symptom.

Tiredness dfairly mild with a cold, usually moderate to severe with the flu.

Sudden symptomsad cold symptoms usually develop over several days, flu symptoms typically
develop more rapidly, 3 -6 hours.

Coughdhacking/productive with a cold, non -productive/dry with the flu.

Sneezingd common with a cold, uncommon with the flu.

Stuffy nose dusually accompanies a cold, not common with the flu.

Sore throat dusually accompanies a cold, not common with the flu.

10 Chest discomfort doften mild to moderate with a cold, typically severe with the flu.

11. Headache &fairly uncommon with a cold,

presents in 80% of flu cases.
